Breast cancer screening: please support earlier detection

I am writing as your constituent to encourage you to attend the upcoming Westminster Hall debate on breast screening taking place on 29th  June.
Breast cancer remains the most common cancer in the UK, and too many cases are still diagnosed too late or outside the current screening age range. The key issue being discussed during the debate on 29th June is the proposal that the minimum age for routine breast screening is lowered to 40, and that screening should be offered annually.
As your constituent, I strongly support improving the early detection of breast cancer. Earlier diagnosis can save lives, increase treatment options, and reduce the need for more invasive treatment.
